The Association President called the meeting to order at 0910 and led the members in the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by the reading of the names of the Association members whom had crossed the bar since our last General Membership Meeting.  This was followed by a moment of silence.  The President recognized past presidents and distinguished members in attendance.
Minutes:  The minutes from the 9 August 2007 General Membership meeting were reviewed.  There were no comments or corrections.  The minutes were placed on file.

Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer’s Report was reviewed.  CWO Paidousis asked why the Association was $5189.00 over budget in the Association Office Maintenance Account.  CWO Robinson explained that it was due to the installation of new carpeting on the barge and that most of that expenditure had been offset by a $4000.00 donation from Northrop Grumman.  The report was placed on file.
Membership Report:  The Membership Report was reviewed.  CWO Paidousis inquired if CWOA membership was increasing, decreasing or stable.  Executive Director, Ed Swift reported that Association membership has increased this year.  The report was placed on file.
President’s Report:
The Association President discussed the status of the Nominating Committee.  The following nominations have been submitted:

Secretary – CWO Bob Lewis, Ret. and CWO George Paidousis 
The President reported that the Holiday Reception was held on 5 December at the Association Office.  The reception was well attended.  He thanked CWO Stevens, Ed Swift and the rest of the committee for a job well done.

The President announced that the CWOA Annual Meeting will be held on 16-19 April 2008 in South Portland, ME.  He encouraged everyone’s attendance and participation.  He announced that we are looking for a guest speaker.  

The President inquired if any legislation had been passed.  Ed Swift responded that The Military Coalition had made several suggestions to legislators regarding increased benefits for retirees, active duty members, reservists, wounded veterans, and dependents but, as of this date, no clear successes could be reported.  The Military Coalition continued to “beat the drum” with legislators and hoped that positive changes would be made before Congress went on holiday recess in late December.
The President reported that a special meeting was held on 25 September 2007 asking for a review of the status of another member.  The Board of Directors reviewed the status of the member and decided to remove the member from the Association’s membership roles for cause.

The President encouraged the members present to inform all Association members that their feedback (positive or negative) is encouraged and welcomed.

Old Business:
CWO Stephens reported that on her last visit to the Academy she updated all the documents/forms in the CWOA folder for the CWOPD class.  She also reported that the CWOPD curriculum is currently being reviewed.  The Association has requested an earlier time slot to address the CWOPD class rather than our current time slot which is on the last day of the course.  The CWOA Liaison Officer from each CWOPD class cannot enter the allotments at the school due to our late time slot.  CWO Steinkemp suggested that we hand out written instructions on how to enter a CWOA dues allotment to the CWOPD class members.
New Business:
CWO Rusty Huyck announced that the CWO response rate for the Job Task Analysis Survey was 84%.  CWO Huyck thanked the President for his support in this effort.  The survey results are due from Yorktown at the end of December.  The results will be analyzed over the next several months before any recommendations for CWO training are announced.
CWO Steinkamp moved to invite and pay for the CO’s (and one guest) of all commands within a 100 mile radius of South Portland, ME to the CWOA Annual Meeting Banquet.  The motion was duly seconded and passed unanimously.
Good of the Order:
The Executive Director moved that the Association purchase a weather resistant CWOA Emblem, approximately four feet in diameter, not to exceed $500.00 in cost, to place on the exterior of the barge.  The Executive Director volunteered to take the project for action.  The motion was duly seconded and passed unanimously.
CWO Rusty Huyck thanked CWO Stephens and her husband for their efforts in planning and organizing the Holiday Party.  CWO Huyck also suggested that the Association sponsor an Open House at the Association Office to encourage membership.
The President announced that TISCOM deleted the CWOA bang list.  CWO Brent Light is currently reconstructing the bang list.  The President encouraged all CWOs to forward email addresses of retired CWOs to CWO Light so he can add them to the bang list.

The President recognized several members for volunteering their time to perform administrative tasks and maintenance work on the barge.  He presented the following members with Certificates of Appreciation from the Association:
