The Association Vice President called the meeting to order at 0924 and lead the members in the Pledge of Allegiance, followed by the reading of the names of the Association members whom had crossed the bar since our last General Membership Meeting.  This was followed by a moment of silence.
Minutes:  The minutes from the 30 May 2007 General Membership meeting were reviewed.  There were no comments or corrections.  The minutes were placed on file.

Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer’s Report was reviewed.  There were no questions, comments or corrections.  The report was placed on file.

President’s Report:

New Business:
