BACKGROUND: Location of Annual Meetings Washington DC and Other 

 

DISCUSSION: The annual meeting of the CWOA is one of our primary responsibilities and also one of 

our largest expenditures.   Budgeted at $28,400 this year and an average of $20,000 for 

most previous years.   It is our opinion that moving the meeting around the country is a 

very necessary expense however, it might be more prudent to provide a policy of 

scheduling these meetings.   

 

RECOMMENDATION: The annual meeting should continue to be held as directed by the by laws, however, a 

schedule of when the meeting should be held outside of the Washington DC area 

might be in order to insure prudent spending of our resources.  Our recommendation 

is that the meetings should be held in the Washington DC area with the exception of 

every five (5) years (on the anniversary year cycle).  Example 2009 ï 80
th
 

Anniversary Tampa Florida, 2010, 2011, 2012, 2013 in Washington DC and 2014 ï 

85
th
